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It is will known that heat is the main product of nuclear power plants. It is also known that heat from sun is available in the middle east for more than 300 day's a year. Although, The nuclear reactors has not been utilized for electricity production in the region we hear now proposals for dual use and other applications. As energy source we do not need of course to remind that oil and gas reserves in the middle east makes more than 70% of world reserves. This may be with other reasons behind not giving priority to nuclear energy as an option. It has been described by Mr.Beeston of the Times on line "Yet the middle east may be now entering the most precarious era of the history, with the sudden rush by Arabs, Iranians and Turks to master nuclear technology and one day unlock the secrets to the atomic bomb". Such statement alert the public and mislead them and give the impression that no differences between civilian and military nuclear programs. All of us know that civilian nuclear programme would not give any country an automatic access to nuclear weapons.

I belief that the secio-economic of nuclear applications is positive when compared and judged against conventional, on-nuclear competitors on cost ,reliability, safety, simplicity and sustainability. So non electrical applications need to address a wide range of  technio-economic and socio political challenges.

When considering these applications ,nuclear energy has priority not only in energy supply, but also in health ,industry and agriculture.

I like here to mention that one of the applications of need and importance for developing countries is the nuclear analytical techniques such as NAA this sensitive , multielement  analysis which can also distinguish original art specimens from fakes.

International collaboration in the field of nuclear non electrical applications is important to enhance the overall effectiveness of R&D efforts and to create synergies between different projects in this applications to avoid duplication of work.

Developing countries needs skilled and trained  human recourses to operate nuclear installations. In this respect the IAEA can support capacity building and enhance their knowledge in non electrical applications.
The IAEA could continue to support developing member states in training on risk assessment looking at several aspects of energy use and production. That may include but not limited to energy options, health and safety risks of alternatives energy systems ,local, regional and global environmental issues.

In conclusion, it is time to benefit from nuclear power in the region of the middle east and start serious joint nuclear projects. For such projects in either electrical or non electrical applications of nuclear energy, to start and reach conclusions, the participating member states must agree on:

-Principles of co-operation.

-Allocation of duties and missions.

-Transparency and collective responsibilities.

-Right selection of the first project as it will help in building confidence and experience.
-Account of nuclear power as option and supporter for other energy sources in the region.

The middle east countries got all reasons for success in achieving these objectives. Thank you.
