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Q&A for the “Interactive Presentation” (IAP) Sessions:

Q: What is the IAP session?

A: The IAP is an open session where each speaker is given space to display their work. During the session, the audience circulates freely, seeking out the particular topics they are interested in and talking directly to the presenter in small groups. This is similar to a poster session, but you will be provided with an LCD screen and the session will take place during coffee and lunch breaks.

Q: What are the requirements for the IAP sessions, and what should I include in my IAP?

A: The IAP should provide information related to the paper you proposed, in English. The delivery method can be, but it is not limited to: 
- Multimedia Presentations (including Microsoft Power Point)

- Demonstrations

- Simulations and Models
- Videos, together with any handout material you may want to bring.
For all the electronic material to be used in your IAP, please consider:

· All files will be placed in advance (see timeline below) on the PC connected to one LCD screen used for the conference; the use of your personal notebook will not be possible; 

· If you need to use special features that require specific software please inform the IAEA, email HR2010@iaea.org; 
· Please confirm that there is no virus in the file before sending it or saving it onto a USB key to bring to the conference; 

· If sending the file via email attachment, please check the file size and zip it if necessary.
In particular, if your IAP is a power point presentation, you should also consider the following guidelines:  
· The presentation for the discussion should be in English and,
· Limitation to 5 slides is strongly suggested;
· Include a title or heading, name, institution and contact details of the authors;
· Include figures, demos, charts or text that will communicate the message that you hope to convey
· Presentations must be in PowerPoint - MS Office 2003 or earlier version
You can bring along copies of any extended version of your presentation for distribution as handouts. The extended version could include a list of references or offer additional information related to the content of the presentation as applicable.
