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Honorable Mr. President,

Ensuring due nuclear security on its territory is a responsibility of every state.
A linkage of nuclear security and international cooperation in this area with
dynamics in the sphere of nuclear disarmament is unfounded and
counterproductive. It leads to emergence of artificial hurdles to strengthening
nuclear security. Moreover, the Russian delegation stresses that nuclear
disarmament is not mentioned neither among objectives, nor among functions of
the Agency, listed in the Statute of the IAEA.

We also note that questions of nuclear security of nuclear materials and
facilities used for military purposes are outside of the scope of the JAEA
competence.

With those reservations we did not object to reaching consensus on this

document.
