Travel information:

Athens airport is situated approximately 30 km from central Athens.  To get from the airport to central Athens it’s possible to take either the metro (€6: Airport – Syntagma Square line) to the Evagelismos station which stops near the Hilton Hotel and also at Syntagma station, for those staying in hotels at Syntagma Square. There is also an express bus (no. X95) which leaves from the bus station outside the arrivals building and costs €3.20 and stops near the Hilton Hotel (Evagelismos Hospital stop) and then Syntagma Square.  The cost of a taxi from the airport to the Hilton Hotel is approximately €35 – 40.
