Brachytherapy for cervical cancer


(Eduardo Rosenblatt, M.D., Radiation Oncologist from the IAEA)

Content: An overview of various aspects of brachytherapy for cervical cancer will be presented. These include the transition from LDR to HDR, brachytherapy applicators, image-based treatment planning and new concepts and recommendations as well as the results of published clinical trials on the issue of the optimal dose and dose-schedule. In addition, recommendations for HDR brachytherapy in limited resource settings will be discussed.

On the use of 60Co as an alternative to 192Ir for remote afterloading

(Kurt Baier, Julius Maximilians University in Würzburg)

Content: In the last decades 192Ir came to play a leading role as a widely used nuclide in brachytherapy. This originates mainly from its high specific activity, which permits the manufacturing of miniaturized sources. More recently, highly active miniaturized 60Co line sources have become available. As a consequence of the different mean gamma energies of the isotopes, 1.2 MeV (Co-60) vs 370 keV (Ir-192), some differences are expected, e.g., in the resulting dose distributions or the tissue dependent absorbed dose.
