Preparation of Posters

General

Information on a poster should attract attention.  It should therefore be limited to the most important facts only.  Details and explanations should be left for face-to-face discussions.  Text and presentation must be in English.

Posters should be prepared in advance, and should be easily mounted on a poster board.  The size of the poster boards is: 100 cm wide by 200 cm high, i.e. portrait format.

Title

The top of the poster should display, in lettering at least 3 cm high, the title of the presentation and the names and affiliations of the authors.

Body

The body of the poster should contain divisions such as Introduction, Method, Results and Conclusions or the equivalent.

The text should be easily readable from a distance of 2 to 2.5 m.  Use heavy lettering at least 1 cm high.  The standard size 12 of the font Times New Roman is NOT large enough.
