(30 – 55%)



Symptomatic women
STANDARD METHODS

• Mammography examination is the first 
imaging method of choice for women
older than 30 years

• Ultrasound is the second method of 
choice and is a complement to 
mammography







Other breast diagnostic methods
CT, PET-CT, Scintigraphy, 3D-mammography

• MRI in special situations 
–Women with increased risk of breast
cancer

–Women with breast implants if surgery is 
planned

– (Preoperatively: multifocal cancer)
Dynamic examination, contrast medium, expensive, 
time consuming

• Clinical examination 

• Mammography +/- ultrasound

• Needle biopsy (Cytology or 
histopathology)
