Accommodation and travel information:

Participants are requested to make their hotel reservations directly with the hotel. There is a list of available hotels in Mito and Oarai, together with a location map available at this web site. Please be aware that the IAEA is not in a position to assist with hotel bookings nor can it assume responsibility for paying cancellation fees or for re-bookings.

Transport from Mito to Oarai R&D Center
When booking your hotel please also be aware that JAEA is arranging bus transport for participants between Mito station, in front of Hotel Terrace, and the Oarai R&D Center of JAEA, where the conference will be held.  The bus schedule will be posted at this web site as soon as it is available. Generally, departure time from Mito station is 1 hour before conference starting time. For example, if the conference starts at 9:00, the bus will depart at 8:00. It takes about 30 minutes from Mito station to the Oarai R&D Center.

To travel from Mito to Oarai at times when there is no JAEA bus, take the local train, the Kashima Rinkai Railway. This train runs every 30 minutes and a one way ticket costs JPY 310 per person (US $3).  The cost of a taxi from Oarai Station to JAEA R&D is approximately US $20. 

A taxi from Mito to JAEA R&D in Oarai costs approximately US$50.  

Airport to Mito
From Narita international airport to Mito station, the limousine bus, Rose Liner, is most convenient. It takes about 130 minutes from the airport to Mito. Tickets are sold at the Keisei Bus counter and a one way ticket costs JPY 3,000 (US $26) per person. Please see the following web site for detailed information including timetable, etc.:
