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Abstract 
Recognizing the importance of Non-exploitation of Iraqi territories for any WMD activities, coping with the international non-proliferation regime and, recognizing, the need to establish and maintain a legal framework for the implementation Iraq’s obligations to establish and maintain in accordance with the non-proliferation treaties and conventions and to control the dual use items relevant to the Chemical, Biological, Nuclear weapons and related delivery systems. 

1. Introduction
Post the events of August 1990, when, Iraq invaded Kuwait, and cached out later on by collision forces in 1991 by the desert storm operation. 
The UN Security Council has issued many resolution according to Para (7) annex (1) aiming at wreaking the past regime claws, and to dismantle its arsenal and monitor its armament activities. 

The resolution 687/1991 represented the most important resolution issued by the Security Council in this respect. 

The said resolution granted UNSCOM and (NVO/IAEA) which were formed to deal with Iraqi WMD programs, Nuclear, Chemical, Biological and their means of delivery. 

The special commission (UNSCOM) and IAEA teams worked in Iraq until (1998). 

In 1999 the Security Council issued the resolution 1284/1999 according to which the Monitoring and ongoing verification and inspection commission (UNMOVIC) was created to replace (UNSCOM). 
The UNMOVIC started its works factually in Nov/2002 and continued until Mar/2003. During that course of time the commission has conducted a wide range inspection operations to a accomplish the destruction operations set out by the former commission UNSCOM.

Post the Iraqi former regime collapse in 2003 the security council has issued resolution 1483/2003 according to which UNMOVIC and IAEA  team activities were suspended and granted their mandate to the three countries United State, Grate Brittan and Australia. 
Subsequently the US formed the Iraqi survey Group (ISG) to confirm the  Iraqi armament programs. 

Later on it has submitted a (900) pages report in Sep/2004. In Mar/2005 more than 250 pages annex was added to a.m the report by which ISG works in Iraq were terminated. 
The security council resolution 1540/2004 according to Para (7) obliged member states to establish systems concerned with monitoring, verification and inspection covering the military programs, materials and equipment which can be used for WMD. 

In addition member states should submit national reports to the security council to activate the measures annexed to treaties and conventions, particularly CWC,BWC and NPT. 

Besides, the resolution confirms the necessity of creating effective system to control the equipment and material handling and to enact effective panel and protective legislations. 

2. Legislations 
2.1. WMD non proliferation Law

* This law have started for written at mid of 2006 its under discussion and its reviewed by IAEA/OLA, OPCW/OLA. 

* The aim of this law to ensure non-exploitation of Iraqi territories for any prohibited activities according to Iraq’s obligations under the non-proliferation treaties and conventions, Nuclear, Chemical, Biological and their means of delivery and its relevant dual use items. 

This law endeavors to achieve its aims through the following means: - 

2.1.1. Establishing and maintaining a national system that enables Iraq to meet its obligations under international agreements relevant to the non-proliferation of WMD entered into by Iraq.   
2.1.2. Monitoring all activities involving the use of chemical, biological, nuclear and other controlled materials and related equipment, information and technology in the territory of Iraq, or under its jurisdiction or control of Iraq anywhere, including, but not limited to, production, possession, use, storage, import, export, transport, transfer, handling and management or any other activities identified by the Iraq’s National Monitoring Authority (INMA). 

2.1.3. Set out instruction and mechanisms to submit declarations and issue licenses and permissions and to control the dual-use items import and export. 

2.1.4. Protect confidential information. 

2.1.5. Penal sanctions. 
2.2. Instructions 

2.2.1. These instructions have been started for written at the end of (2007) and finished at the end of (2008) after reviewed by IAEA/OLA and OPCW/OLA. 
2.2.2. Inspection regime related to international treaties and conventions on the non-proliferation of weapons of mass destruction: 
* International inspectors. 

* Privileges and immunities. 

* Standing arrangements. 

* Conduct of inspections. 

* Collection, analysis and transfer of samples inside and outside Iraq. 

2.2.3. System for issuing licenses and permits for projects related to treaties and inventions on the non- proliferation of weapons of mass destruction: 

* Licenses and approvals for chemical activities. 

* Licenses and approvals for biological activities. 

* Licenses and approvals for nuclear activities. 

2.2.4. Ministries and bodies concerned, all over Iraq shall not issue permits for establishing industrial, agricultural, medical, and pharmaceutical or research facilities relevant to the treaties and conventions on non-proliferation before these facilities have been licensed by the INMA. 
2.2.5. Competent departments with in the ministries which regulate issuance of permits for private sector projects, all over Iraq, shall notify the INMA of the relevant facilities, and shall provide it with the related data in order for it to authorize the issuance of such permits, as follows: 

* A map of the proposed site and layout of the production process, and design information in respect of existing and planned facilities. 
* The materials used in the production process and the annual quantities planned to be produced or consumed, and the system of accountancy for and control of such materials. 

* The identity of the beneficiary. 

* The equipment used in the production process. 

* The physical protection and threat-response system. 
2.2.6. Declaration Regime related to treaties and conventions on the non-proliferation of weapons of mass destruction: 
* Declaration for chemical activities. 

* Declaration for biological activities. 

* Declaration concerning nuclear activities. 

2.2.7. The INMD shall be responsible for collecting and preparing data from all over Iraq on activities relevant to non-proliferation, and submitting declarations to the competent non-proliferation international organizations managers of technical (nuclear, chemical, biological, and delivery-means-related) activities with in the INMA shall be authorized to sign such reports and declarations, under the direct supervision of the head of the INMA. 
2.2.8. Upon request of the INMD, all ministries and departments dealing with the materials equipment and devices that are subject to control reporting and verification under the relevant treaties and conventions shall designate points of contacts to the INMA and notify the INMA thereof. 
2.2.9. Monitoring and control of the private sectors activities shall take place through the offices of ministries and departments responsible for this sectors activities in accordance with arrangements to be agreed upon between the INMA and these offices. 

2.2.10. Declaration including annual declarations on transfers of possession or ownership and on international transfers of relevant materials and equipment, shall be submitted to the INMA by persons, entities, and governmental and non-governmental firms engaged in activities with materials and equipment identified in the relevant international conventions, treaties. 

2.2.11. Regime for dealing with relevant illegal material and equipment. 

2.2.12. Protection of confidential information. 

2.2.13. Physical protection of materials and facilities. 

2.2.14. Panel sanction

2.3. Radioactive source control 

The IRSRA is tasked to promulgate and enforce regulations to allow for beneficial uses of radioactive sources, to provide for adequate protection of  human being against the harmful effects of ionizing radiation, and to ensure the safety and security of radioactive sources. The IRSRA shall also investigate technical issues associated with low level radioactive waste disposal. 

Conclusion
Reaffirming the importance of making Iraq clean of all activities related to WMD according to article (9) Para (1E) of the Iraqi constitution, and the importance of implementing Iraq’s technical obligations in accordance with bilateral regional and international treaties, and annexed protocols, and adhering to Security Council resolution (1540/2004). Several non-proliferation steps were taken and supported by the Iraqi Government.
