The International Convention Center of the Chulabhorn Research Institute (CRI) consists of a 
Conference Centre and a Residence and is located about 55 km from the International Suvarnbhumi 
Airport of Bangkok (see map under “General information” on the conference website). The distance 
from the Convention Centre into downtown Bangkok is about 30 km (1/2 drive by taxi).  
 
Registration: 
Registration of participants will start on Saturday, 10 November 2007 at14h00.  
No registration fee is charged to participants. 
 
Opening of the conference: 
Saturday, 10 November 2007 at16h30. 
 
Documentation: 
The detailed preliminary programme will be available at the conference web site soon. The final 
programme and the book of extended synopses as well as the list of participants will be available upon 
registration in Bangkok. 
 
Proceedings: 
The proceedings of the conference will be published by the IAEA as soon as possible after the 
conference. 
 
Visa: 
Participants who require a visa to enter Thailand should submit the necessary application to the nearest 
diplomatic or consular representative of as soon as possible. For the visa regulation please see the 
General Information on the conference website. 
 
Accommodation/Lunches/Coffee Breaks 
Hotel reservation should be made directly with the hotels. A list of hotels and the relevant hotel room 
reservation forms are available on the conference website. Please note that the room prices of the listed 
hotels include the cost for tickets for lunches and coffee breaks (at the Convention Center from 11-14 
November only). 
The IAEA is not in a position to assist with hotel bookings nor can it assume responsibility for paying 
cancellation fees.

Transportation from/to airport: 
By taxi: The taxis stands for departures are located at the lowest level of the street in front of the 
terminal. Metered taxis are available outside the exit on the ground floor. There is a 50 baht surcharge 
on the meter. The trip to the Convention Center and to the listed hotels will cost about 400 – 500 baht 
(plus about 60 baht highway tolls) and takes about 1 hour (depending on traffic). 

 
 
 
VISA: 
Participants who require a visa to enter Thailand should submit the necessary application to the nearest 
diplomatic or consular representative of as soon as possible.  
 
Visa Regulations: 
All delegates visiting Thailand must be in possession of valid passports or travel documents endorsed 
and valid for Thailand. 
 
Passport holders from countries below do not require a visa when entering Thailand for tourism 
purposes if their stay in Thailand does not exceed 30 days. 
 
Citizens of all other countries do need a visa to enter Thailand.
