At Rabat airport you can take a taxi to the hotel which costs
approximately 15 Dirham (MAD).

Most international flights to Morocco fly into Casablanca airport
which is 100 km away from Rabat. There are train shuttles from the
airport of Casablanca to the Central Train Station in Rabat. These
trains leave in both directions every half hour between 6h30 and
22h30.

The cost for the return ticket is 80 MAD. From the train station you
can take a taxi to the hotel.

In case you wish to take a taxi from Casablanca airport to Rabat
the cost is about 500 MAD ($50) .
